well.  It is called The Recon-

ciliation of a Penitent, on 

page 447.  And because we 

are Episcopalians, there are 

of course two alternative 

forms. 

 

Are you a notorious sinner?  

Iõd answer, òIt depends on 

what the definition of noto-

rious is.ó  But I do know I 

am a sinner.  And so, dear 

friend, are you. 

 

So take a glance at the Rec-

onciliation liturgy.  If you 

are inclined, feel free to 

speak with Fr. Michael, Fr. 

Paul, or myself. 

 

But also feel free to go 

somewhere private, where 

you can talk to God alone.  

Reflect on the Ten Com-

mandments, on the Sermon 

on the Mount, on the 

òseven deadly sinsó and on 

your life.  Take advantage 

of the healing of Lent. 

Itõs Lent 

òNotorious sinners especially 

welcome.ó  Some of you 

probably remember seeing this 

on our marquee. Yes, it was 

tongue-in-cheek, taking off 

from the Ash Wednesday ser-

vice in our BCP.  The cele-

brant says, òIt was also a time 

when those who, because of 

notorious sins, had been sepa-

rated from the body of the 

faithful were reconciled by 

penitence and forgiveness, and 

restored to the fellowship of 

the Church.ó 

 

It must have been a very dif-

ferent time, indeed.  I began 

musing about whether people 
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had actually changed, or 

whether it was just the Church 

changing.  I have my doubts that 

ònotorious sinningó has slack-

ened off.  Some would say just 

the opposite.  So I suspect itõs 

the Church that changed. 

 

To a degree, itõs a good thing.  

Imagine those scarlet letters em-

broidered onto dresses and suits 

and ties.  But on the other hand, 

there was a time when the 

Church held people more ac-

countable for their actions. 

 

All of you are familiar with the 

general confession that we say at 

each Eucharist.  But some may

WHAT ACTIVITIES ARE YOU INVOLVED WITH IN THE CHURCH?  

Jacqueline:  òSilver Ring Thing, read the lessons on Sunday, and I go to Dare2Share every year ð  

this is my 4th year.  With Silver Ring Thing, Iõve learned that not everybody is gonna support your point 

of view.  (But) Iõve actually had a few people ask around why I am how I am, and theyõll say youõre right.   

Michael:  òI also do Silver Ring Thing.  I read lessons ð mainly the Psalms.  I work the sound board, and Iõll 

be heading to Dare2Share this year ð 1st time.ó

What are the òseven deadly 
sinsó and where do they come 
from? 

Feeling guilty 

 

 

Ask Mother  K i rk  

Dear Feeling, 

The òseven deadly sinsó are:  (1) pride, (2) 

covetousness, (3) lust, (4) envy, (5) glut-

tony, (6) anger, and (7) sloth.  Deadly, or 

mortal sins, are in contrast to venial sins.  

The basis for the distinction is 1 John 5:16. 

You will not find them listed as such in the 

Bible, or in the Prayer Book.  The list origi-

nated with the 4th century monk, Evagrius 

Ponticus, and comprised eight sins.  This 

list was revised by Pope Gregory I in 590 

A.D., bringing the number to seven. 

Thomas Aquinas (a mid-13th century RC 

theologian) listed six different ways of 

committing gluttony:  eating too soon, too 

expensively, too much, to eagerly, too 

daintily, and too wildly. 

Covetousness is inclusive of greed and ava-

rice.  Sloth (laziness/indifference) is a fail-

ure to utilize ones talents and gifts. 

As the head of almost every list is pride, 

considered the original and most serious of 

the seven.  Pride makes us think of our-

selves as superior, and to fail to acknowl-

edge the good work of others. 

According to a 2009 study by a Jesuit 

scholar, the most commonly confessed sin 

of the seven was lust (for men) and pride 

(for women).
